FIX Fixed an issue where OnlineUpdate would sometimes display an error when saving, complaining about "only plain text can be used in this type 
of field".

FIX Fixed an issue with OnlineUpdate where on rare occasions, an error message regarding SETSCHEDULEDAGENTS would pop up.

FIX Fixed a bug in the Deskop Icon action; an empty "General"-tab was visible on the "When" and "Who" tabs.

FIX Fixed a problem where copying a Backup or Roaming action example sometimes did not properly copy the output xml of the action.

Fixed a problem with Backup actions; the new layout of the form did not work with all settings possible in the old form and would display 
validation errors on save because of this. In particular, this was caused by multi-value regular expressions in the source file name field.

A warning will now be displayed in several forms in case a reference is entered in a field which expects a regular expression (or wildcards).

As references get resolved on the client, the result of a reference is not automatically escaped. This can lead to problems when regular 
expression special characters are in the result of the reference (for example "Online (Office)" - the () are special characters). To prevent this 
you can change references to automatically escape their contents for regular expression use. This is done by changing the reference from <foo:
bar> to <^foo:bar$>.

The warning message will also display the affected references and how you should change them.
